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Complaints Handling Code
In July 2020, the Housing Ombudsman published a Complaint Handling code for the social housing sector. The code aims to ensure fair and effective complaint handling, promote a positive complaints culture and to embed complaint learning.  The Housing Ombudsman provides more information on their website about the Complaint Handling Code.

The Housing Ombudsman requires all landlords to complete a self-assessment against the Code. The assessment allows the council to reflect on their complaints handling service, how they are delivering against a service standard and identify areas for improvement. The Councils self-assessment is set out below in the self-assessment form.

Information about the self-assessment form
This self-assessment form should be completed by the complaints officer and it must be reviewed and approved by the landlord’s governing body at least annually. 
Once approved, landlords must publish the self-assessment as part of the annual complaints performance and service improvement report on their website. The governing body’s response to the report must be published alongside this.
Landlords are required to complete the self-assessment in full and support all statements with evidence, with additional commentary as necessary.
